After breakfast will going to visit 1000,Visit Banteay Srei, constructed at the late 10th century
by a Brahmin counselor under a powerking Rajendarvarman. It was loosely translated to citadel
of the woman, but it is a modern appellation that probably refers to the delicate beauty of the
carvings. Along the way we make stopover at the Preah Dark village and we follow these with a
visit the Banteay Samre Temple adorned with impressive relief’s depicting scenes of Vishunu as
well as Krishna legends. Lunch at local restaurant.

Afternoon, Visit Angkor Thom, the South Gate of Angkor Thom, Bayon Temple, built from the
late 12th century to the early 13th century by King Jayavarman VI and consists of 54 towers, the
Royal Enclosure, the Phimeanakas, the Elephants Terrace and the Terrace of the Leper King,
then visit Angkor Wat, the largest temples in world and covers an area of 200 hectares and
surrounded by moat and an exterior wall measuring 1300 meters x 1500 meters. Dinner at local
Restaurant .Overnight at the hotel in Siem Reap.

After breakfast will going to visit Silk Farm in Puok, established by a French NGO to revive
Cambodia's beautiful silk production, and West Baray is fed by a series of channels,
delivering water from the moats around the ancient city of Angkor Thom.
Native Cambodians use the baray and its nourishing channels for irrigation,
transportation, and tourism. Although a boat ride across the West Baray is not
one of the most popular tourist activities in Cambodia, it is certainly one of the

most awe-inspiring, to visit Wat Thmey(Killing Field) the monastery serves as an
orphanage and school that is often visited by several tour buses. Although the
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temple remains a startling sight, visitors will hear the laughter of children and
the sounds of daily Cambodian life in the background to remind visitors that
life has certainly moved on from the once dreaded killing field.

After breakfast and Free at leisure till transfer to Siem Reap International airport for flight to
the next destination.
