DAY 01: Arrival – Medan – Parapat  (D)

After lunch, Pematang Purba 
is the first stop in the afternoon, here you will visit the houses of 
the tribal chiefs of Simalungun Bataks. Your Next stop is 
Simarjarunjung to enjoy ginger tea and fried bananas (personal 
expenses). Then, stop at Sipiso-piso waterfall, a slender stream 
of water falling from a great height in the Karo highlands. 
Afterwards, continue to Merek Hill of Lake Toba for overnight 
stay at Taman Simalem Resort. Here you can enjoy the beautiful 
panoramic view of Lake Toba and enjoy the facilities and activities 
of hotel. Dinner will be served at hotel. 

 
DAY 03: Taman Simalem Resort – Brastagi – Medan ( B, L ) 
Early morning, wake up at 05.00 am and then you will walk to One 
Tree Hill where you can admire the beautiful Sunrise and enjoy 
the view of Lake Toba. After enjoying the manificent sunrise, back 
to hotel for your breakfast and have a short rest or enjoy other 
facility of hotel.

If time permit, you may 
spend the rest of day to shop for Medan’s popular Batik, and Bird 

Nets Shop or Centre Point / Sun Plaza Shopping Mall. Here you 
will waiting the time for transfer to airport or drop to your 
hotel.
