Continue journey to
visit CROCODILE FARM & MINI ZOO. The farm set amidst tropical fruit trees and lush-
greenery is a home to over 1,000 crocodiles. It serves as a perfect sanctuary to these
fearsome reptiles where they are kept in an enclosure designed and built similar to the
natural habitat of the reptiles.

As you sail toward the sea
colourful fishing boats will appear in abound and nearby Bako after the Chinese and
Malay villages are the houses and mansions of Kuching’s affluent society. The constant
changing of this living scenery gives you the best picture of the history and lifestyles in
Kuching.
