Two Mon brothers Thamala and Wimala from Thaton. first founded the city
about 825 A.D. In 13th century A.D. The site. which was then on the Gulf of
Martaban. had already been earmarked as the location of a great city by Gautama.
the historic Buddha. Bago was made the capital of the Mon Kingdom and it came to
be known as Hansavati (Hanthawaddy). It was also the seaport of ancient Mon
kings. Then it became the Second Myanmar Empire founded by King Bayinnaung.
Finally, explore Kyaikhtiyo - a small town in Mon State, Myanmar, famous for its
Kyaikhtiyo Pagoda or Golden Rock — a favorite destination for travelers. Travelers
from near and far come to visit this place, as they considered Kyaikhtiyo as a sacred
place like other pagodas in Myanmar.

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SIGHTSEEINGS:

Kyaiktiyo Pagoda: also known as Golden Rock and is a well-
known Buddhist pilgrimage site in Mon State, Myanmar. It is a

b, small pagoda (7.3 metres (24 ft)) built on the top of a granite
® boulder covered with gold leaves pasted on by devotees.

According to legend, the Golden Rock itself is precariously
perched on a strand of the Buddha's hair.

Shwethalyaung Pagoda: is one of the largest reclining Buddha
images in Burma. It is housed in the Shwethalyaung Paya in
Bago, an important pilgrimage site for Buddhists who come here
to pay homage to the Buddha.

Kyaik Khat Wine Monastery: one of the largest monasteries in

. the country.

Bago: Its former name Pegu is an Anglicism. It is one of the
major historical cities in Myanmar as it was the capital of the
second Myanmar Empire. Even before that, it has long been a
seat of power and flourishing trade center.

Kyaikpun Paya: built in 1476 by King Dhammazedi, it consists
of four 30m-high sitting Buddhas placed back-to-back around a

huge, square pillar.

Shwemawdaw Pagoda: this is one of the most venerated
pagodas in Myanmar. The temple has a 1000-year history and
was originally built by 2 merchants, Taphussa and Bhalita, to
house some hair relics of the Buddha.

Shwedagon Pagoda: is the most sacred and impressive
Buddhist site for the people of the Union of Myanmar.
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Shwedagon Pagoda is covered with hundreds of gold plates and the top of the stupa is
encrusted with 4531 diamonds; the largest of which is a 72 carat diamond. It is clearly one
of the wonders of the religious world. The Buddhist site forms the focus of religious as
well as community activities: bustling of devotees, monks washing statues, offering
flowers, worshlplng and meditating
, ) Chauk Htat Gyi Pagoda: an image of a reclining Buddha |,
