Day 01: Arrive Yangon and Yangon Sightseeing (Lunch, Dinner)

Arrive at Yangon International airport and welcome by our Lucky Treasure tour guide. Lunch at Local restaurant
and start sightseeing to Chaukhtatgyi pagoda, Sule pagoda (City center of Yangon), City Hall, Independence
monument: one of the most revered reclining Buddha and one of the world’s most spectacular monuments:
Shwedagon pagoda for day break sunset. Dinner atlocal restaurant and overnight at hotel in Yangon.

Day 02: Yangon- Mandalay by Flight and Mandalay Sightseeing (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner)

witness the durability of teak and the carving of the 19t century is still with totally traditional Myanmar style.
Tour continues to Atumashi, Kuthodaw Pagoda and Mandalay Hill, a vantage point for a panoramic view of the
city and a spectacular sunset view. It is worthy to have a stroll up the hill enjoying panoramic views from
different location. Dinner at Local restaurant and overnight at hotel in Mandalay.

Day 03: Amarapura-Sagaing Sightseeing (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner)

After breakfast at hotel, visit to U Bein Bridge which belongs to 1782 recuperated from the waste of an
abandoned palace totally in teak wood accredited to the achievement of the mayor U Bein. Then proceed to
Mahagandayone, a monastery with high reputation consists of more than a thousand of monks can be seen at the
same time while they have their first meal of the day. Lunch at Local restaurant and then visit to U Min Thonze
Pagoda (Thirty Cave Pagoda) which has 45 stunning gilded images in a shaped colonnade and Soon-0o-Pon-Nya-
Shin Pagoda, located at the top of Sagaing Hill. Dinner atlocal restaurant and overnight at hotel in Mandalay.
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Day 04: Mandalay-Yangon by Flight and Yangon Sightseeing (Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner)

After breakfast, check out hotel and transfer to airport to fly back to Yangon. Arrive Yangon, check in at hotel and
Lunch at Local restaurant. Then visit to Bogyoke Aung San Market used to call Scott Market - a shopping market
with more than 2000 shops selling all kinds of products like lacquer ware, Gems, all sorts of handicraft. Evening
take a walk to China Town where can see the many vendors along the sidewalk & can buy the variety of Myanmar
products. Dinner at local restaurant and overnight at hotel in Yangon.

Day 05: Departure for Home (Breakfast)

After breakfast, visit to Kaba Aye (World peace) Pagoda and Mahapasana Guha Cave, where the sixth Buddhist

synod took place and then transfer to the airport for your departure.
