DAY01 Singapore/ Christchurch 
Depart Singapore for New Zealand Tour. 
 
DAY02 Arrival in Auckland 
On arrival in Auckland, you will be transfer to your hotel. You are free to explore òThe City of Sailsó after check-in to the hotel. Walk around 
many shopping at famous Queen Street, Aotea Centre, Maritime Museum, Sky City Casino, Victoria Market, etc  
Hotel: Airedale Hotel or similar.
