Day 1 Arrival | Pinnawala | Kandy

Arrive in Bandaranaike International Airport, located in a suburb of Negombo, 22 miles north of
the capital Colombo. You are greeted by your driver/guide at the airport outside the arrival
lobby area with your name displayed and then transferred in your private vehicle to the city of
Kandy via Pinnawala.

En-route visit Pinnawala Elephant Orphanage.

Pinnawala Elephant Orphanage - App. 55 miles from Colombo, off the Colombo - Kandy road is
Pinnawala, where an orphanage was started in 1975 to house the abandoned and the wounded
elephants. The number of elephants has increased to more than 65 now; including Baby
Elephants brought from various parts, as well as the 23 babies born, as a result of the captive
breeding programme. The best time to visit is the feeding time from 0915-0930 hrs and 1315-
1330 hrs and the bathing time from 1000-1200 hrs and 1400-1600 hrs when all the elephants
are taken to the river close by.




Day 2

Sri Lanka is famous for its spices and spices gardens. These spice gardens offers tourists
memorable visits to various spice plantations in Sri Lanka. In order to promote and uplift spice
growing and spice gardens of Sri Lanka a spice council was established with all key industry
private and public sector stakeholders. During early historical times Sri Lanka Known as
Taprobane, was world renowned for its quality spices. During ancient times the Greeks, Romans
and the Arabic maintained there links with Sri Lanka through the spice trade.

There are some 4,000 different species of plants at Peradeniya Gardens. The 10,000 or so trees,
which are the stars, are mature, lofty giants, many of them tropical timber trees. Highlights of
the collection include the Giant Bamboo of Burma, capable of growing to 40 meters’ height (130
feet), with a 25-centimetre (10-inch) stem diameter. And it can grow by a rapid 30 centimeters
aday (12 inches).

After breakfast you will visit Kandy and the UNESCO Temple of the Tooth and Royal Palace where
you will enjoy tour and walk by Kandy Lake. The historical city of Kandy was the last capital of
the Ancient Kings' era of Sri Lanka. One of its most famous sites is the Temple of the Tooth,
which is located within the Royal Palace complex and protects one of Buddha’s teeth. It was
traditionally believed that whoever held the tooth held the governance of the country.
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Day 3

Royal Botanical Garden Royal Palms

Following your tour you will jump in to your vehicle and drive to the Kandy Royal Botanical
Gardens, the largest and most impressive botanical gardens in Sri Lanka. The many highlights
include a fine collection of orchids and a stately avenue of royal palms. Another big hit is the
giant Javan fig tree on the great lawn. Covering 2500 sq. metres, it's like a giant, living geodesic
dome.

Kandy | Kitulgala | Bentota

After breakfast you will be collected and driven to Bentota via Kitulgala (Optional)

Kitulgala is a small town in the west of Sri Lanka. A rain forestry area, which gets two monsoons
each year, and is one of the wettest places in Sri Lanka. Nevertheless, it comes alive in the first
three months of the year, especially in February, the driest month. The Academy Award-winning
movie The Bridge on the River Kwai was filmed on the Kelani River near Kitulgala, although
nothing remains now except the concrete foundations for the bridge Kitulgala is the base for
white-water rafting in Sri Lanka.

On completion, transfer to Bentota.

South of Aluthgama, BENTOTA offers a further clutch of package resorts, plus an outstanding
selection of more upmarket places. The beach divides into two areas. At the north end, facing
Aluthgama, lies Paradise Island (as it’s popularly known), a narrow spit of land beautifully
sandwiched between the choppy breakers of the Indian Ocean and the calm waters of the
Bentota lagoon, though sadly none of the few hotels here really lives up to the setting. Backing
Paradise Island, the tranquil Bentota Ganga provides the setting for Sri Lanka’s biggest range of
watersports, along with interesting boat trips up the river. The southern end of Bentota beach
(south of Bentota train station) comprises a wide stretch of sand backed by dense thickets of
corkscrew palms — one of the most attractive beaches on the island, although somewhat spoilt
by the unsightly amounts of litter that get dumped here. This is also where you’ll find one of Sri
Lanka’s finest clusters of top-end hotels and villas, set at discreet intervals from one another
down the coast. Many of the hotels in the area are the work of local architect Geoffrey Bawa—
it’s well worth splashing out to stay in one of his classic creations, whose artful combination of
nature and artifice offers an experience both luxurious and aesthetic. Despite the number of
visitors, Bentota beach remains surprisingly quiet, particularly south of the station. Unlike
Hikkaduwa or Unawatuna, there’s virtually no beachlife here, and the oceanfront lacks even the
modest smattering of impromptu cafés, handicraft shops and hawkers you'll find at Beruwala —



it’s this somnolent atmosphere which either appeals or repels, depending on which way your
boat’s pointing. If you're staying at Aluthgama or Beruwala and fancy a day on the beach here,
you can eat and drink at all the guesthouses and hotels listed below; most also allow non-guests

to use their pools for a modest fee.
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
