Sigiriya Rock Fortr ess (Optional)

Sigiriya, the stupendous 5th century AD. rock-fortress citadel of a fugitive king, where history merges with
melodrama. The Royal Pleasure Gardens are considered to be one of the earliest extended landscaped gardens in
Asia. A llery of frescoes of shapely be-jeweled maidens still glows with vibrant color and the water. Another
distinctive feature of Sigiriya is the Mirror Wall which is located just below the paintings. Sgiriya is being currently
excavated and restored by UNESCO under the Cultural Triangle Project and according to sources is most likely to
be declared as a wonder of the world.

Dambulla Golden Temple (Optional)

Dambulla Rock Temple has been built by king Walagambahu in the 1st century B.C. and it is a world heritage site.
Also, it is the most impressive of Sri Lanka's cave temples. The complex of five caves with over 2000 sq. meters of
painted walls and ceilings is the largest area of paintings found in the world. It contains over 150 images of the
Buddha of which the largest is the colossal figure of the Buddha carved out of ro ck and spanning 14 meters.

After wards proceed to Matale for Spice Garden

Seedifferent spices for which Sri Lanka is famous for. Here, clients could see different spices and how some of these
spices are grown and processed. Sri Lanka though a small island, has been well known down the centuries as a
country that has a celubrious climate. So much so, that when under foreign rule, the British considered Sri lanka to
have the best conditions for cultivating tea, and it so happened that "Ceylon Tea" turned out to be the world's best.
So was it with spices, because the foreign trader, the Portuguese, the Dutch and the British-they all came after the
SriLanka spices in addition to its Gems and Ivory.

Kandy

Kandy was the last capital of the Sri Lankan kings which is a World Heritage Site. The name "Kandy" conjures visions
of splendor and magnificence. Many of the legends, traditions and folklore are still lovingly kept alive. Drive around
the Kandy Lake built by the last Sinhala king, SriWickrama Rajpsinghe in 1798.

Sri Lanka, a country rich with culture & tradition offers a very vibrant and unique show of Sri Lankan traditional
dances, in the form of Kandy cultural show. The beat a dancing from "Salupliya" depicting several demons, "Thelme"
vibrant expression of low country rhythm, FHre and Harvest dances accompanied by Ceremonial Drums and the
Drum Orchestra rising and falling to the lively tempo. As many as 12 different folk and traditional dances are
performed by Kandy lake club dance troop within the span of one hour.

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Royal Bot anical Garden (Optional)

Peradeniya is situated about 5.5 km to the west from the city of Kandy in the Central Province of Sri Lanka and
attracts 2 million visitors annually. It is renowned for its collection of a variety of orchids. It includes more than 4000
species of plants, including of orchids, spices, medicinal plants and palm trees. Attached to it is the National
Herbarium of Sri Lanka. The total area of the botanical garden is 147 acres(0.59 km?), at 460 meters above sealevel,
and with a 200-day annual rainfall. It is managed by the Division of National Botanic Gardens of the Department of
Agriculture.

Nuwara Eliya

Nuwara Elya, because of its invigorating mountain climate and scenery, is Sri Lanka s most popular hill resort.
Nuwara Elya is also the heart of Sri Lanka s tea country producing a significant share of the world best tea. Sri
Lanka s highest mountain Pidurutalagala (8282 feet) is located here.

(0.62 mi) from Hakgala Botanical Garden and 5 kilometres (3.1
mi) from Nuwara Eiya. The temple is located in the village of
Seetha Hiya (also known as Sita Elya). This place is believed to be
the site where Sta was held captive by (Vikram) king Ravana, and
where she prayed daily for Rama to come and rescue her in the
Hindu epic, Ramayana[1][2] On the rock face across the stream
are circular depressions said to be the footprints of Rawana®
elephant.
