DAY 1 (L/D) 
Singapore – Tanjung Pinang via Tanah Merah Ferry Terminal (TMFT) to Sri Bintan Pura Ferry Terminal DEP: 1100 hrs 
Assemble at TANAH MERAH FERRY TERMINAL, Collect your boarding pass and depart by high speed ferry to Tanjung Pinang, the journey will 
take estimate 120 minutes by sea, Upon arrive at Sri Bintan Pura Ferry Terminal, after Temperature Check & immigration / custom clearance, 
you will be greet by our friendly local tour guide and escorted to awaiting air-conditioned bus and proceed for Lunch at Local Indonesia 
Restaurant.  
 
After lunch, proceed to visit “The Ksitigarbha Bodhisattva Temple”, also popularly known as 500 Lohan Temple is a Buddhist place of worship 
located in that was inaugurated in 2017. Located about 10 kilometers from the center of Tanjungpinang, this temple is surrounded by large rice 
fields and is separated from the hustling and bustling of the city. This gives the temple a perfect sense of serenity, allowing the visitors to fully 
immerse themselves in the temple's atmosphere and Spend your time at “Trans Studio Garden’, an amusement park that is open to people of 
all ages. This amusement park has a variety of rides that are unique, exciting, and safe for visitors. Take a ride on the colorful and iconic Ferris 
wheel! Don't miss the Poison Tower, Sky Rider, Happy Swing, and various other rides. Apart from exciting rides, Trans Studio Garden provides 
stunning photo spots, “White Market” also well-known as Main Street Market, is the main town of Bintan Island and the capital of the Riau 
Islands. At bird’s eye view, the township is lined with myraid piers, testimony to its role as a main trading port of the island. Steeped with laid 
back and idyllic charm, Tanjung Pinang offers great insights to Bintan’s local culture, history and heritage. Its traditional architecture reflects the 
influence of the 19th century Dutch colonization, contributing to its quaint appeal. Shoppers will love the town for its colourful assortment of 
goods, value-for-money bargains and friendly merchants. Get into the mood and rev your engines up by joining in the hustle and bustle at the 
Tanjung Pinang Wet Markets or Tanjung Pinang Traditional Market, “Gonggong Monument” is the iconic of Tanjung Pinang’s Monument, 
surrounded by waters, Tanjung Pinang is rich in marine biota, including the rare "strombus turturella" shells, locally called Gonggong. Such sea 
shells are usually processed into delicious foods, a cuisine Tanjung Pinang is famous for, Banyan Tree Temple, Witness the power of Mother 
Nature at the “Banyan Tree Temple” of Senggarang Village where ancient trees entwine their roots around, enveloping the ancient walls of the 
building in protective embrace. The result is a fascinating and formidable structure that makes an ideal photography subject and lastly drop off 
at “Tanjung Pinang City Center” is the newest and biggest shopping mall in the town of Tanjung Pinang. The mall houses myraid food and 
beverage, fashion, accessories, gadgets and entertainment tenants to provide an integrated shopping experience.
